D” DeStefano is a professional stand-up comedian seen on Conan O’Brien, 
Comedy Central and currently is touring with Denis Leary’s Rescue Me 
Comedy Tour. Mike has powerful messages for students about homophobia, 
alcohol, safe sex and HIV/AIDS.

The dynamics of alcohol abuse and sexual health are a cornerstone of his college 
programs. Mike understands that any discussion of sex and young people must 
include the “dangers of alcohol that most often lead to unhealthy choices.”
